CONTENT

Karen, age seven, doesn’t want to take care of her small brother Allen, even after Mother asks
her to help. When Karen ignores Allen, he gets into mischief and she realizes that she has not
done her job. Gradually they begin to play together, and she finds that helping can be fun.
Karen discovers that the nicer she is to her brother, the nicer he is to her.

USES

ALLEN IS MY BROTHER will stimulate discussion of family life among primary school children.
It presents a concrete brother-sister problem which most children will find familiar from their
own experiences. The film suggests a healthy attitude toward being a part of the family, and
will help children to understand some of theit own problems with younger brothers and sisters.
The concept is developed that tasks are not always enjoyable but may be important.

FOR OLDER -CHILDREN AND ADULTS the—film-illustratos typical bohauior of three. and

seven-year-old children. It also shows a mother who controls her children, while allowing them
freedom to learn from their own experiences.
